FG Discussion Questions (9/18/11) 

“The Gospel: God”

1. A.W. Tozer says, “What comes into our minds when we think about God is the most important thing about us.” What are the first things to come into your mind when you think about God? How do you think that shapes your daily relationship with Him?

2. Which of the five world views have you encountered when sharing the Gospel or having a spiritual conversation with an unbeliever? How did it go? Did this week’s sermon bring more clarity to that conversation as you reflect on it? Would you now approach the conversation any differently?

3. Does it make sense that because God created us, he owns us and has the right to tell us how to live? (Creator rights versus human rights) Why is this so important to having a clear understanding of the Gospel? 

4. Read Exodus 34:6-7 where God proclaims His name and declares His character to Moses. There seems to be a contradiction between God’s love and justice? How is this resolved? 

5. Do you think we believers focus too much on God’s love and not enough on His holiness? If so, why? Read Isaiah 6:1-7. Only once in the Bible is an attribute of God mentioned three times in succession and elevated to the third degree. What is holiness and why is it so important to understanding who God is and the Gospel?
