Romans 5:8, et al

1) Was their a particular point or phrase that really stands out to you from the sermon on Sunday?

2) This Sunday we discussed three common views of salvation (Moralism, Religious Moralism, and Gospel Grace), which one of the three do you think is the most prominent among professing Christians? Why do you think they hold that view? Have you ever changed your perspective on salvation?

3)  Why do you think some people respond to the sin in their lives through Hedonism, immorality, or self-made religion?  What did Augustine mean when he said, “God, you have made us for yourself, and our hearts are restless until they find their rest in you”?  

4) Read Genesis 3:21 & 4:1-5.  What is context of these scriptures? What do these two passages tell us about how sin can be purified, dealt with, atoned for?  (For Leader: Notice that God provides the first covering for Adam and Eve’s nakedness and also from the beginning we see that death is required for sin.  Press into both of these things.  Maybe ask, why must God himself provide for sin and why death for sin?)

5) Read Romans 5:6-8.  What are some observations that you can make from this text?  What’s the “right time” (vs. 6)?  Why does Paul say that Christ died for the “Ungodly”…why not just say, “People” or “Jews and Greeks”?

6) Some would say that that the cross demonstrates how lovely we are.  It is in some way a testimony to the worth of man – that God would give his only son to die for us.   What do you think about this?  How does Romans 5:8 and 2 Peter 2:4 influence your opinion?

7) (For Men’s and Woman’s Time) Many professing Christians have adopted a Christ + ME mentality.  Do you find that you too are susceptible to falling back into works righteousness?  Where does the gospel of grace need to challenge you in your life right now?
