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“Hide and Seek”
Hosea 4:11-19

1) Read Hosea 4:11-14. What is the proverb in these verses and how is it illustrated? 

2) How do whoredom, wine, and new wine take away understanding? What does Psalm 119:97-105 have to say about understanding? 

3) The Israelites were engaged in a self-indulgent, mindless religion when Hosea appeared on the scene. Read Matthew 22:36-38. How do you love God with all of your mind?

4) Read Hosea 4:13. What “shade” are “churched people” drawn to out of convenience, comfort, or a lack of understanding? 

5) Read Hosea 4:15-19. What is the significance of Israel being “ashamed” because of their sacrifices?

6) Men’s and Women’s Time: Tim Keller says, “What is an idol? It is anything more important to you than God, anything that absorbs your heart and imagination more than God, anything you seek to give you what only God can give you.” “Keller also says you can locate idols in your life by examining your daydreams, nightmares, and unyielding emotions. What idols have you pursued in the past? What idols are you chasing or worshipping now that you need to repent of?
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
