What is Membership? 

Being a member of a church simply means choosing to live out your life as an individual disciple of Jesus Christ with a formal commitment to a local church family. This formal commitment to a local church is called covenant membership. 


What is a Covenant? 

When talking about church membership, we use the term “covenant.” A covenant is a life and death bond made between two parties. The Scriptures speak of both the marital covenant and the covenant between Christ and His people. While of a different kind, churches have traditionally used this covenantal language to express the seriousness of the commitment that they are making to one another and to Christ as members of a local church. The commitment of God’s people in this context mirrors the gospel and marital covenants.  

Obligations of Fellowship Raleigh to its Members

· Elders and deacons will meet the criteria assigned to them in the Scriptures 

· Your elders will seek God’s will for our church community to the best of our ability as we study the Scriptures and follow the Spirit 

· We will care and pray for you and seek to grow and equip you as a disciple of Christ 

· We will provide teaching and counsel from the whole of Scripture

· We will be on guard against false teachers 

· We will exercise church discipline when necessary 

· We will set an example and join you in fulfilling the duties of church members 

Fellowship Raleigh Member Obligations  

Our mission is to glorify God through making passionate disciples of Jesus Christ who love God, one another, and the world. Our member obligations are presented within the framework of this disciple definition. 

To Love God
